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During the month of June, the Neighborhood Coyote
Program continued to document reports and share
relevant information to residents who reported coyote
activity in their neighborhoods.

Summertime is here and, as a result, coyote sightings are
likely to increase as they look for resources (food, water,
and shelter) for their young. Be sure to clean up after any
BBQs and gatherings, secure trash bins, and thoroughly
clean grills to avoid attracting coyotes to your property.
