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During the month of May, the Neighborhood Coyote
Program continued to document reports and share
relevant information to residents who reported
coyote activity in their neighborhoods.

In May, we saw an increase of coyote activity in our
neighborhoods. As we draw closer to summer,
coyotes will be actively searching for easy meals that
they can provide to their young pups. Residents are
encouraged to closely supervise their pets when
outdoors and highly advised to not leave any food
sources readily available for coyotes.
